ProduktbeschreibungFrdric Chopin is known worldwide as one of the leading musicians of the Romantic era. This 
collection of Mazurkas features all 57 of the Polish virtuoso pianist's works written in this genre for the solo 
Piano.Chopin started composing his mazurkas in 1825, and continued composing them until 1849, the year of his 
death.
